                       International Team Contest in Chess960








The undersigned hereby invite all National Correspondence Chess Federations to join them in a worldwide international team contest in Chess960. 





The Chess960 starting positions





will differ from board to board but will remain the same at each board for two games with colours reversed. The positions will be chosen randomly by generator.  The starting position Nr. 518 will be excluded (standard position). The boards and starting positions will be released  at the beginning of the event (official start date).





Number of boards and number of games





There should be no less than 4 players per team.   Any National Federation being able to mobilize a multiple of 4 players may enter a second team in another group. Depending on the number of teams there will be several groups with no more than 6 teams per group. A maximum game load per player of 10 games though.





Public viewing and time controls





Time controls will be 10 moves in 50 days – no duplication after 20 days of inactivity.�30 days of leave per year are available to each player.�Live transmission without delay. This event is the first of its kind worldwide so the games should  be followed live by the public. 





Ratings and board order





As there are no official ratings for Chess960 yet worldwide the line-up of the teams will not have to respect the actual ELO ratings.  





Start date





September 15, 2011





Server





The event will be played on the ICCF server, provided that the server will be available and compatible with Chess960 without restriction of any kind  no later than August 31 .  There will be no entry fee.  If the above mentioned requirements cannot be fulfilled the event will take place on the server of the German Correspondence Chess Federation – the BdF -  under the same condition. This server is fully Chess960 compatible and was the host of the first international team contest in  Chess960 between a team of  BdF and SchemingMind, affiliated member of the British Federation of Correspondence Chess (BFCC).
